parched - to be very dry, thirsty

pinafore - a sleeveless garment worn like an apron 

reflection - a copy seen in water, glass, a mirror, etc., or to think intently about something
recession - less money being earned, fewer jobs, turning back

shearing - removing the hair from a sheep
