With recent changes in the publishing work and the increase in workload newer, more efficient, 
equipment was required to meet the pressing demand. Equipment was found in Arizona for sale by a 
family-owned and operated plant. "It was easy to see God's hand in leading us to this specific machine," 
said Larry Johnson, vice president for production. "His timing was perfect. The equipment became 
available precisely when we needed it."
